Every spring and summer, shelters across the country brace for
“kitten season”™—a time when litters of puppies and kittens overwhelm
already limited resources. At the Humane Society of Waupaca County
(HSWC), spaying and neutering is the most eftective way to prevent
this cycle. By reducing unplanned litters, we ease the strain on our
shelter, ensure every animal receives proper care, and ultimately...
save lives.

Spay/neuter also brings important health and behavior benefits.
Females spayed early avoid uterine infections and certain cancers,
while neutered males are less prone to testicular cancer and roaming
behaviors. These procedures help reduce aggression, marking, and

Why HSWC Does Not Operate a Designated TNR Program

Trap-Neuter-Return (TNR) programs are designed to manage feral cat colonies by humanely trapping,
sterilizing, and returning cats to their outdoor environments. While TNR can be effective in some
communities, HSWC does not currently operate its own designated TNR program.

e Mission Focus: Our primary mission is to provide shelter, medical care, and adoption services for
companion animals. Most resources are directed toward animals that can be socialized and placed into
loving homes.

e Resource Limitations: TNR programs require significant staffing, funding, and volunteer support.
With limited resources, HSWC prioritizes spay/neuter services for owned pets and shelter animals to
maximize impact.

e Community Needs: Feedback from our community tells us that affordable spay/neuter options are
greatly needed. Spay/neuter availability, outreach and education has an almost immediate effect on
reducing shelter intake.

e Partnership Approach: While HSWC does not run its own TNR program, we support community
members and groups who wish to manage feral cat populations responsibly and encourage collaboration
whenever possible. We do spay/neuter feral cats.
